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Boguk Celebrates the Centenary 
This challenge runs for two years from Jan 2009 to Dec 2010. Submissions will be accepted to the end of 2011 because we know how long it takes us to write up our badgework! It is open to all list members, of whatever age.

It is important that we look forward as well as back - and grab this PR opportunity with both hands - so use this Celebration to be positive about Guiding Now and for the Future.

We will, as is traditional with BOGUK badges, accept substitute clauses so long as they are in the spirit of the badge syllabus and represent a personal challenge.

Events or activities cannot be used to cover more than one clause (except in extraordinary cases to be agreed by Boguk's elves). Post your progress on the badge group if you belong to it, or to the main Guiding_UK list

Complete the compulsory clauses, and seven others.
Compulsory clauses;

· Help to organise an event to celebrate the Centenary of Guiding, or take part in an event to celebrate the Centenary.

· Re-introduce the concept of 'The Good Turn' to a Unit which has forgotten it. There is a good paragraph on the principles behind this in How Girls Can Help to Build up the Empire [appended].
OR

Remember to do your daily Good Turn every day for a year.

· List the things you have experienced because you are a Guide.

Complete 7 of these clauses, at least one from each of the following sections. One of the clauses must have a PR angle.

SECTION A
1. Make a timeline of Guiding, showing world events too.

2. Make a collection of Guiding wear from as far back as possible. Find a way to use or share it.
3. Be-prepared; review what you have in your handbag, car first aid kit, or medicine chest, which would help you to be prepared.

4. Read 'Scouting For Boys' and /or 'How Girls Can Help to Build Up the Empire'. Does this affect how you see your Guiding? You might also like to look at others of B-P's books, or at Lady B-P's 'Window on my Heart'. 

5. Make sure you have all the current 'I belong' statistics ready at hand. Use your enthusiasm to recruit at least one Guider or Unit Helper during the year.

6. Find a 100 year old tree. Plant a new one.

7. You may not be able to enter the Chelsea flower show, but you could enter a local flower show or similar with a display to celebrate the centenary - or you could persuade your local council to plant a flower bed with our Centenary logo.
8. Visit charity shops, jumble sales, ex-members, boot sales, and build up a collection of old Guiding books and ephemera for a Unit or District Library.

OR

Begin a collection of Guide fiction. You will be amazed at how resourceful those fictitious Guides are.

9. Research and present information on how Guiding spread around the world.
10. Write ten clauses for the board game “Scruples” which reflect the Edwardian values of the early Guides. 
SECTION B
1. With your Unit, do an interest badge from the early years.

OR

Do the Thrift badge with your Unit. You may have to update the monetary values in the syllabus. (The Thrift badge was one badge that Guides and Brownies could work for without first earning their Second Class).
2. Look at the Tenderfoot syllabus. Write an equivalent for 2010. Introduce it to your Unit.  Consider with the girls why it was considered important, and whether there is still a place for such an introduction to Guides.
3. Consult old handbooks, PORs and games and activity books. Choose, and try on your Unit, activities from as many decades as possible (minimum 5).

4. Run a camp day or weekend along the lines of Brownsea, with NO mod cons. Include early roll call, drill, exercising etc. This could be for girls, SS or fellow Guiders.

5. Run a Mums and Daughters event with a Centenary theme.

6. Run a camp or activity day to try out some original Guide skills.(Maybe make this an Open Day for 'civilians' to come and try their hand.)
7. With your Unit look at past and present Laws and Promise. Discuss reasons for change, and which they prefer and why. Have we lost (or gained) anything by the changes?

8. Run a campfire of songs from all the decades. Perhaps invite 'civilians' to share it.

9. Arrange a service project locally to Celebrate 100 Years of Guiding. Get press coverage of it (but modestly).

10. Re-introduce hand and whistle signals to your Unit for at least a term. What effect does it have? What do the girls think?

11. Practice and learn drill, horseshoe, carrying colours etc. Invite other Units to a competition.

12. Scouting For Boys and How Girls Can Help rely heavily on reading yarns to the girls and boys to teach or to point a moral. Find something suitable for your girls and finish meetings with a yarn for, say, a month.

13. Take part in, or organise with your girls, a debate on 'Guiding has no place in the 21st Century.

SECTION C
1. Bearing in mind that it all started when we 'adopted' Scouting for Boys to our own use, and Girl Scouts appeared at the Crystal Palace rally alongside their brother Scouts, invite Scouts to share a Guide activity.
2. Take part in Change the World.

3. Attend HGC Brownsea.

4. Contact your Archivist and see if she needs a hand. (If not, do a different clause!)
5. Talk to your County / Division archivist to find out about the history of Guiding locally, and use this to mount some local PR.

OR

Help put on a display in your local Library, Museum, book shop or similar public place, showing the history of Guiding locally, and its present and future.

6. Take part in a local carnival, parade or festival, displaying modern Guiding as well as its history.

7. Invite members of the Trefoil Guild, retired Guiders or ex-Guides to talk about their Guiding  (but don't expect them to remember 1909).

8. Visit your local Trefoil Guild to show them and talk about the current programme.

9. Contact a successful woman who was a Guide (preferably from your local area) and get her to talk to your Guides, District or Division, AGM, or similar - hopefully telling you how Guiding stood her in good stead to succeed.

10. Take part in a discussion, as formal or informal as you like, at a District meeting, Commissioners' Air & Share, or similar gathering, on 'What Guiding Means to Me'.
THE GOOD TURN - by Agnes Baden-Powell

"When you get up in the morning remember that you have got to do a Good Turn to some one during the day. Tie a knot in your handkerchief or necktie, and when you go to bed at night think to whom you did the good turn.

If you should ever find that you had forgotten to do it, you must do two good turns the next day instead. You know that by your Guide's oath you are on your honour to do this.

A good turn need only be a very small one; if it is only to put a halfpenny into a poor-box, or to help an old woman across the street, or to make room on a seat for someone, or to give water to a thirsty horse, or to remove a bit of banana skin off the pavement where it is likely to throw people down*, it is a good turn. But one must be done every day, and it only counts as a good turn when you do not accept any reward in return." (How Girls Can Help... p.29)

Plenty of scope here to discuss how things have changed in 100 years.
