Do you know who looks after your daughter at Brownies?  Do you know what she does?  What do your subs pay for?  I hope that this leaflet will help to answer some of these questions as your daughter prepares to become a member of (your pack name).
WHO ARE WE?

There are at present 3 Guiders looking after the Brownies, myself as the registered Guider in Charge (Eagle Owl), (Name) (Snowy Owl) & (name) (Barn Owl) who are my Assistant Guiders. 

We also operate a Parent Rota system to keep our ratio at 1:8. 

WHERE WE MEET?

We meet at (name of meeting place) on a Monday evening from 6pm to 7.30pm.  I ask that each Brownie be personally collected from the room at the end of each meeting.  

WHAT DO WE DO?

Our weekly meetings are designed to be fun, we do crafts, activities, learn things and go on trips.  The girls also work on badges such as Hostess, Writer, Stargazer, Athlete and many more.  Please remember that badge work is not just for doing at Brownies, does your daughter go swimming? If so could she complete her Swimmers badge?  Please take time to sit and read your daughters books, it is surprising what is in them.

We have a beginning and an end to our meetings.  We start by singing the Brownie Song and end with Brownie Bells.  We also have an occasional Pow-Wow (an American Indian name for discussion).  Here the girls are asked for suggestions on what they would like to do at meetings, suggest names for new guiders, and ideas for the program etc.  

WHAT DO BROWNIES NEED?

Your daughter will need Brownie uniform including either a gilet or sash to put her badges on, there is a range of uniform to choose from. When your daughter makes her promise she will need the Brownie Adventure book and a Badge book, uniform is not required until she makes her promise (about 6 weeks).

Uniform is available from many places online at www.guidingessentials.org.uk or from county shop at (Address of local Guide Depot or shop)  open Tuesday 7.15pm-8.30pm Saturday 10am -12am term time. We have catalogues available, just ask.

BROWNIE ACTIVITIES

It is understood that you give permission for your daughter to take part in Brownie activities during the normal meeting time that are in, or close to, the meeting place.  Sometimes your permission is needed for your daughter to take part in events, outings or more adventurous activities at a different time or place.

SUBS

Each member of the Guides Association whether they are Rainbows, Brownies or Guides pay a small amount of money each week called Subs.  It will vary from unit to unit on the amount collected. For events like camp, holidays or days out an extra charge is usually made.  Here at (name of Brownie Pack) we pay £10 per term.  Subs are payable in January, May and September.  We would be grateful if you could arrange for subs to be paid within the first 3 weeks of each term.   To enable us to make to most of the subs we get we use gift aid so the Taxman gives us an extra 28p for each £1 you give us.

As a registered charity the District Commissioner must audit our accounts annually.  I would also like to point out that none of the Guiders at  (your pack name).are paid – we are volunteers.

CENSUS / CAPITATION

An annual subscription is payable by every member of the Association, in January each year.  The total amount levied will vary from year to year.  The money collected is used for insurance, various projects within the North East region etc.

WHAT DO WE ASK FROM THE GIRLS?

We ask that they arrive on time, in full uniform with sensible shoes for running around, that they are polite and always remember their books and any letters, but over all that they have fun.

WHAT DO WE ASK FROM YOU?

We ask that you arrange for your daughter to be brought to brownies and ensure that a guider is there before leaving her.  Ensure your daughter is picked up from inside the building, that any letters are returned when required (please check your daughters bag weekly for letters).  We may also ask that you take your turn on a parent rota to ensure we have the correct ratios.
