Stage Right: Bethlehem, late evening.  Hotel windows full of ‘No Vacancy’ signs.  Sign saying ‘Welcome to Bethlehem, we hope you enjoy your stay’. 

Stage Left: Shepherds washing, darning and hanging socks on washing line.  A few sheep are scattered around – all wearing brightly coloured socks.

Mary and Joseph enter from rear of the audience.  

Mary
Are we nearly there yet, Joseph?

Joseph
It’s not far now, Mary.  

Mary
It’s such a long journey from Nazareth.  I’m proud that you’re a descendant of David, but I wish we didn’t have to travel all the way to Bethlehem for the Emperor’s census.

Joseph
Well it’s the same all over the country, you’ve got to go back to your own town to register.

Mary
Oh thank goodness we’re finally here – now lets find a room and get some sleep.

Joseph walks to the entrance of the ‘Bethlehem Hilton’ and knocks on the door.  The Manager appears.
Manager 1
Good Evening Sir, can I ask under which name is the booking?

Joseph
Erm…we didn’t book.

Manager 1
I’m very sorry Sir, but I’m afraid that the Hilton is completely full tonight – I doubt you’ll find a room in Bethlehem without a reservation.

Joseph 
Well thanks for you help anyway.

Joseph walks away and shakes his head to Mary.  They walk on to the door of the ‘King David Hotel’.  The Manager appears to help them.

Joseph
Hello!  I was wondering if you have a room for tonight?

Manager 2
Tonight? I’ll just have a look.

Joseph looks hopeful.

Manager 2
I’m dreadfully sorry, but we’re completely full.  Emperor Augustus and his Census have done wonders for my profits, but I don’t suppose that’s much comfort to you.

Joseph
Sorry to have troubled you.

Joseph returns to Mary, shaking his head.  Mary begins to look worried.

Mary
Do you think we’ll find anywhere?  I’m so tired and this donkey’s going to collapse soon.

Joseph
I’m sorry Mary – please hold on, there’s got to be somewhere.  Let’s try this one.

Joseph knocks on the door of the “Burning Bush Bed & Breakfast”.  No one answers.  Joseph waits a moment, before knocking again, loudly.  The Manager finally appears.

Joseph
Hello, my wife’s going to have a baby, and she’s very tired.  Have you got a bed we could have for the night?

Manager 3
Oh yes, I’ve got a shed you can have.

Joseph
Bed.

Manager 3
Shed.

Joseph
No, a bed. B-e-d.

Manager 3
No, a shed. S-h-e-d.

Joseph
(sounds doubtful) A shed?

Manager 3
Oh it’s a lovely shed – plenty of straw for the donkey and the animals will keep you plenty and warm.  Besides, it’s the best offer you’re going to get in Bethlehem tonight.

Joseph
How much?

Manager 3
25 Shekels.

Joseph sighs.
Joseph
Done.

Mary and Joseph follow the Manager through the door.

* * * *

The shepherds are still washing, darning and hanging socks on washing line.  A few sheep are scattered around – all wearing brightly coloured socks.  One young shepherd lies on the ground, looking at the stars.

Seth
The sky’s beautiful tonight – the stars are amazing!

Jacob
Yes – especially that bright one.  

Isaac
I’m sure that it’s moving across the sky.  

Reuben
You’ve gone daft – keep your eyes on the job, stop thinking about stars!!

* * * * *

The Star appears from the rear.  Following this are the three Kings, Caspar, Melchior and Balthazar.  Behind them are the three servants, Goldie (carrying the Gold), Frankie (carrying the Frankincense) and Myrtle (carrying the Myrrh). 

Caspar
Are you sure this is the right way?

Melchior

Yes it is, when we finally asked the way, that nice Arab man said, “Third left, just after the Palm Tree.”

Balthazar
Aren’t we supposed to be following that Star?

Caspar
Yes, but it doesn’t follow roads very well.  

Melchior
It’s slowing down now we’re in Judea.

Balthazar
Maybe this little town ahead is the end of our travels.

The three Kings and their servants exit stage centre.

* * * * *

Joseph and Mary, carrying the Baby Jesus enter from Stage left.

Mary
It’s a beautiful baby boy!

Joseph
Oh Mary, he looks like a ‘Jesus’ – I think it’s a lovely name.

Mary
Well that’s what the Angel said to call him.

Joseph
Where shall we put him?  I know, this manger looks just the right size.

Mary lays Baby Jesus in the Manger.

* * * * *

The Angel Gabriel leads the Heavenly Host to the Shepherds

Ariel
Behold Shepherds!

Sirius
Do not be afraid!

Aurora
Glory to God in the Highest!

Lyra
Peace on Earth!

Seraphim
Goodwill to all men!

Cherubim
We bring you glad tidings!

Gabriel
Shepherds, I bring you good news.  Tonight a Baby has been born in Bethlehem.  He is the Son of God.  You will find him lying in a manger in a simple cattle shed.  Above the shed you will find a bright star.

Angels
Amen

The Angels sing as they leave the stage.  The Shepherds look at each other in wonder.

Seth
Did you just see what I saw?

Jacob
I didn’t dream it then?

Isaac
The Angels were beautiful!

Reuben
Shall we go to Bethlehem to see this baby boy?

The Shepherds all nod.  The gather together their sheep and exit stage centre.

* * * * *

Mary and Joseph are in the Stable, Baby Jesus lying in the manger.  The Star is above them.  

The Shepherds enter from stage left.

Jacob
Is this the Baby they call Jesus?

Mary
Yes – how did you know?

Seth
Some Angels came down from Heaven

Isaac
And they told us we’d find him here.

Reuben
We are poor shepherds, and we don’t have riches to give him, but we give him a lamb.

The Shepherds place a lamb by the manger and sit to one side.

The Kings Servants arrive at the door.  They are followed by the Three Kings.

Goldie
This is Caspar.

Caspar
We have travelled from distant lands to find the new King of all men. 

Goldie hands Caspar the gold.

Caspar
I bring this gift of gold to honour the King of Kings.

Caspar and Goldie kneel beside the Manger.

Frankie
This is Melchior.

Frankie hands Melchior the Frankincense.

Melchior
I bring this gift of frankincense to honour the King of Kings.

Melchior and Frankie kneel beside the Manger.

Myrtle
This is Balthazar.

Myrtle hands Balthazar the Myrrh.

Balthazar
I bring this gift of sweet smelling Myrrh to honour the King of Kings.

The Angels enter from the side and stand either side of the Star.

The Managers of the Hotels enter and stand behind the Kings.

The Star
And so the first Christmas was in Bethlehem, celebrated with Kings and Shepherds.  We’d like to wish you all a very merry Christmas on Jesus’s two thousandth birthday.
