	Activities

Many adventurous activities have an inherent risk which is an integral part of that activity and what makes it fun! Detailed risk assessment of each activity  must be made and all necessary care taken to ensure that these activities are carried out safely.

On-site activities:

Equipment

Sharp / hot tools, adhesives etc. pioneering poles; safety equipment 

Instruction / tuition

Check qualifications if relevant

Location (marquee, building, open-air?)

Alternative arrangements / bad weather

Off-site activities:

Equipment inc. safety equipment
Instruction / tuition

Check qualifications if relevant
Location (individual risk assessment may be necessary) 

Type of terrain

Weather conditions 

Appropriate clothing for activity and conditions

Contacts and communications if relevant
	
	

	Equipment

Camping equipment

Cooking equipment

Fires (cooking and campfires)

Storage of gas bottles

Tools esp. axes, saws and penknives

	Logistics

There will be risks peculiar to a large-scale event : a camp for 24 participants will have different risks from a camp for 500 held on the same site.

Additional risks involved in moving large numbers of people on and off and around the site e.g. fire drill, mixing people with vehicles etc.
