But I can’t hurt Snow White – I was her Nanny

Some say I’m wicked – now here’s a sample

I’ll get a horse on that girl to trample

Eleanor the L-in-W
 My mistress can rely on me

If Snow White goes, her favourite I’ll be

Stan the Huntsman
I cannot do with these thoughts on murder

I’m not going to eat Cook’s food now I’ve overhead her

Let’s wander over and take a peep

Mary 


It’s a young girl – what a sight!

She looks as if she’s had a fright

Betty


If you’d been out in that wind so freezing

I bet you would look not-at-all pleasing!

Lotty 


I wonder if we can be her friend

I like good turns and giving a hand to lend

Josie 


There’s a noise – oh look she’s waking

Oh what is that sound she is making

Annie 


Have you never heard that before?

My Dad is quite an expert at a snore…

Snow White wakes up, and sits up

Snow White

I don’t snore – what a cheek!

If you were mine, I would ban ‘Neighbours’ for a week!

Do you always speak like that to strangers?

Emily 


We don’t usually speak to strangers

Brown Owl said not to, because of the dangers

Mary 


We’re only trying to help you

Honestly that’s all we are here to do

Snow White 

I am sorry that I snapped at you

And not speaking to strangers is the best thing to do

But I am all alone not in this place

And you do all have such kindly faces

I don’t suppose you would offer me

A home more comfy than this tree
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Lotty 


You could stay in our hut, it’s not that big

Although it would be better than a twig

Snow White 

Thank you each and every one for being quite so kind,

I’ll do the housework in return if you don’t mind,

Annie 


Isn’t it time for Brownies at last?

Josie 


Yes! You forgot to remind me – we’ll have to run fast!

Sally


Excuse us Snow White because I fear

We are late for Brownies

Betty 


You’ll be alright if you stay here.

Snow White 

You go now and enjoy your time out

I’ll do some work and have a look about

Brownies whistle ‘Heigh Ho’ as they skip off the stage

Narrator 1 

Meanwhile at home, the Wicked Stepmother was ranting and raging

because she had found out about Snow White’s escape.

Stepmother 

That wretched girl has done it again

One more time and I will go insane!

But I do have one last trick to try

This apple will make her choke and die

Stepmother goes behind the mirror and puts on a headscarf and picks up a basket of

apples. She goes to the Brownies’ house.

Stepmother 

With this disguise how can I fail?

Knocks on the door

Snow White 

Oh look a poor old lady with fruit for sale

Can I buy a lovely apple from you?

Don’t they look delicious – maybe I will have two!

Snow White takes a bite and collapses

Stepmother 

At last she’s gone I’ll have no more of her play

My beauty is the greatest with no one in the way!

Exits laughing

Brownies can be heard whistling ‘Heigh Ho’ offstage.

Sally 


Shush, be quiet our guest is asleep

Leave her alone, you will have to creep

Josie 


What a funny place to lie, in the middle of the floor

And she would not have left open the door

Mary 


Do you think we had an intruder?

Lotty 


Yes and look at that half eaten apple beside her

Annie 


Well, what can we do, our guest still lies
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Emily 


That’s not my worry – what if she dies?

Brown Owl did teach us first aid

But I can’t remember it I’m afraid!

I don’t know what to do, it’s such a crime

Sally 


Oh look riding over the hill, he’s just in time

Betty 


It’s our faithful Prince Charming

Prince Charming 
Oh dear Brownies, you look alarming

What’s wrong? How can I help? Who is this?

I know it’s a long shot, but what about a kiss?

It has worked in fairy tales before

Let’s hope they have not changed the law
