Activities

1. Make decorations & decorate the hall

Crepe paper, scissors, sellotape, blue tack

Cut thin strips of crepe paper & them twist them into decorations.  Hang up with blue tack.

2. Make Christmas stockings

Red material, wool, large needles, fabric paint, newspapers, scissors, stocking templates.

Place the newspaper down to cover the table surface.  Cut out two stockings from the red material (using the templates).  Stitch the two stockings together using the wool (blanket stitch).  Decorate one side of the stocking using the fabric paints.

3. Design your own placemat

Paper, pens, fancy scissors, laminator, laminator pockets.

Draw a picture on a sheet of A4 paper (on the Christmas theme).  Edge the paper using the fancy scissors.  Place in a laminator pocket and laminate.

4. Making Christmas crackers

Cracker snaps, toilet roll inners, crepe paper, glue, curly ribbon, jokes, ‘fillers’.

Cut a piece of crepe paper (a square that is approx 2 inches bigger at the top and bottom than the toilet roll inner).  Stick the crepe paper to the toilet roll inner.  Place the cracker snap inside the toilet roll inner.  Tie one end of the crepe paper with some of the curling ribbon.  Add a joke and filler.  Now tie the final end with curling ribbon.  (You can add any stickers or drawings as decoration to the front of the cracker).

5. Snowball fight

Newspapers

Scrunch a sheet of newspaper up into a ball.  Place to one side.  Continue to scrunch up the rest of the newspaper in the same way.  Have a snowball fight!!!

6. 12 days of Christmas treasure hunt.

12 numbered pictures – of the patrol symbol/badge (one set for each patrol)

During the snowball fight, some of the Leaders go out and hide the numbered pictures around the site.  The Guides have to now work as a patrol and collect all of the numbered pictures (in the correct order) and then bring them into a Guider.

7. Paint a wooden Christmas decoration

Plain wooden Christmas decorations (available from createandcraft.tv), paint brushes, yoghurt pots, acrylic paint, newspapers
Cover the table with newspaper.  Paint the wooden decoration with acrylic paint, then put to the side to dry.

8. Glass lanterns

Glasses, cellophane, black paper, sellotape, night light candles
Cut shapes into the black paper.  Sellotape the cellophane onto the back of the black paper, covering the shapes.  Stick the black card around the glass.  Place a candle in the middle of the glass.  Light the candle.

9. Pencil pots

Pva glue, patterned napkins, empty pringle pots, paint brushes, scissors, yoghurt pots, newspapers

Cover the tables with newspaper.  Cut small pictures from the napkins.  Glue them to the pringle pot with the pva.  Completely cover the whole of the pringle pot.  After the whole pringle pot is covered with the napkin pictures cover the whole pot with a coat of pva glue.  Put to the side and let it dry completely.

10. Party

Music, disco lights, karaoke machine, party game – pass the parcel, musical chairs, smarties & straws game, musical statues etc.

11. Campfire

Christmas campfire song sheets

12. Queens speech (Guide’s Own)

Pencils, paper, Guide’s own books

What are your thoughts on the past year and wishes for the coming year?
