Games

Cascudinho (Little Bee) - Brazil

You need 2 teams and one goal.  If you have a goalkeeper they do not belong to any team; their role is keeping the goal. When one team attacks, the other one plays defensively, trying to stop the ball reaching the goal. When the other team succeeds in stealing the ball, it tries to kick it into the goal and the other team then defends.

DeadBox - USA

To play Deadbox, you either chalk or paint a large box in the street. In the centre of this box was a smaller box with the picture of a skull and cross bones in it. Along the inside of the outer box were 13 small squares, one inside each of the four corners and the rest along the sidelines. The playing pieces were bottle caps, the small flat ones with the ridges. 
The object of the game is to flick the bottle caps into each numbered box in order from 1 to 13. However, if you landed in the centre box which was the deadbox, you were either out of the game or you had to start back at square 1, depending on which set of rules you decided on at the beginning of the game. 
When you number the squares you try and do it so the bottle cap has to cross the deadbox as many times as possible. 
Basketball is very popular in the USA… can you work out a version we can play in the hall?  Try it out and then teach it to the rest of the unit.

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Mexican Gods Eyes

You Need

Wool in several colours 

2 lolly sticks or cocktail sticks.

Scissors 
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How To Make It

Put the two sticks together in a cross. 

Take one colour of wool and tie it onto the two sticks where they cross.

Wrap it over and around one stick, then over and around the next, over and around the next, and so on. Keep doing that until the colour is used up.

Tie a different colour wool onto the old one with a tight knot. 

Repeat until complete. 

Take a piece of string for a hanger, cut it, and tie or glue it to your God's Eye. Hang it up in your room to enjoy.

Try making a native American dreamcatcher.
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Make a Rainstick 

Rainsticks are ceremonial musical instruments used to invoke the rain spirits. They are made by people who live in the deserts of northern Chile. In Chile, rainsticks are traditionally made from dead cactus tubes with hundreds of cactus spines hammered into the tube. Tiny lava pebbles cascade gently through the tube, sounding much like rain. 

This rainstick is definitely not traditional. It is made from a cardboard tube (instead of the dried cactus) and aluminum foil (in place of cactus spines). 

Supplies needed: 

A paper towel tube or other long cardboard tube 

Aluminum foil 

Small dried beans (like lentils), unpopped popcorn, dry rice, or tiny pasta. 

Brown paper (from a grocery bag) or construction paper 
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Glue 
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Scissors 
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Crayons or markers 

1. Trace around the end of your tube onto a piece of brown paper (or construction paper). 

2. Draw a bigger circle around that circle and then draw a lot of spokes between the two circles.

3.
Cut along the spokes. 

4. Put glue on the spokes and glue the cap onto one end of your tube. 

5. Cut a piece of aluminum foil that is about one and half times the length of your tube and about 6 inches wide. 

6. Crunch the aluminum foil into two long, thin, snake-like shapes. 

7. Then twist each one into a spring shape.

8. Put the aluminum foil springs into your tube. 

9. Pour some dry beans, dry rice, or unpopped popcorn into your tube. The tube should only be about 1/10 full. You can experiment to see how different amounts and different types of seeds and beans change the sound.

10. Make another cap from brown paper (the same as the first three steps) and cap your tube. 

11. Optional – decorate your rainstick

12. Decide on a song and make up a rainstick accompaniment to it.

Argentina - A large country in southeastern South America.

Ecuador - A country in northwestern South America; the equator passes through northern Ecuador. Ecuador borders the Pacific Ocean, is south of Colombia, and north of Peru.
Equator - An imaginary line around the earth, halfway between the North and South Poles.

French Guiana - An overseas department of France that is located in northern South America. It borders the Atlantic Ocean, Brazil, and Suriname.
Guyana - A small country in northern South America. It borders the Atlantic Ocean, Brazil, Venezuela, and Suriname.
Pacific Ocean - The ocean that borders South America on the west.
Paraguay - The easternmost of the two landlocked (not bordering an ocean) countries in South America.
Peru - It borders the Pacific Ocean.
Suriname - A small country in northern South America. It borders the Atlantic Ocean, Brazil, Guyana, and French Guiana.
Uruguay - A small country in southeastern South America that is bordered by Brazil, Argentina and the Atlantic Ocean.
Venezuela - A country in the far north of South America. It borders the Atlantic Ocean, Colombia, Brazil, and Guyana.
